Clothes 

in good condition can also be 

recycled through charity shops. 

Charity shops raise money for 

good causes by selling used 

clothes, toys, books and 

household items.  



 

 

 

 

  

Old bicycle 

Cans are separated into steel 

and aluminium before they are 

melted down and made into 

new metal products.  

RECYCLING FACT: 

The energy needed to make 1 

new can from raw materials is 

enough to recycle 20 old cans! 

Composting is a great way to 

reduce waste and produce 

something useful for your 

garden. A mixture of kitchen 

and garden waste can be 

composted including fruit and 

vegetables, shredded paper, 

cardboard, egg shells and 

bedding from pet cages.  

Old and unwanted bicycles can 

be recycled through the 

Shetland Community Bike 

Project. The Bike Project is a 

local charity that services and 

reconditions old bicycles ready 

for resale at affordable prices. 



 

 

 

 

 

 

Animal bedding 

Newspaper can be shredded 

and used as animal bedding. 

During the winter months 

many crofters bring their cows 

inside and put shredded 

newspaper down on the byre 

floor.   

Unwanted furniture can be 

recycled through some 

charity shops. In Shetland 

the Scrapstore will collect 

larger items of furniture for 

repair and resale.  

Soiled or damaged clothing Furniture stuffing Clothing and textiles not 

suitable for reuse through 

charity shops can be recycled 

through textile banks. This 

material is used to fill 

mattresses and stuff furniture. 

It is also used as industrial 

wiping cloths.
